Tom Rosenbauer has been with the Orvis Company for 29 years, and while
there has been a fishing school instructor, copywriter, public relations director,
merchandise manager, and was editor of The Orvis News for 10 years. He is
currently Marketing Director for Orvis Rod and Tackle.  As merchandise manager,
web merchandiser, and catalog director, the titles under his direction have won
numerous Gold Medals in the Annual Catalog Age Awards.
Tom has been a fly fisher for over 35 years, and was a commercial fly tier by age
14.  He has fished extensively across North America and has also fished on
Christmas Island, the Bahamas, in Kamchatka, and on the fabled English chalk
streams .  He is credited with bringing Bead-Head flies to North America, and is
the inventor of the Big Eye hook, Magnetic Net Retriever, and tungsten beads for
fly tying.  He has ten fly fishing books in print, including The Orvis Fly-Fishing
Guide, Reading Trout Streams, Prospecting for Trout, Casting Illusions, Fly-
Fishing in America, Approach and Presentation, Trout Foods and Their Imitations;
Nymphing Techniques; Leaders, Knots, and Tippets, The Orvis Guide to Dry-Fly
Techniques, and The Orvis Fly-Tying Guide, which won a 2001 National Outdoor
Book Award .  He has also been published in Field & Stream, Outdoor Life,
Catalog Age, Fly Fisherman, Gay’s Sporting Journal, Sporting Classics, Fly Rod
& Reel, Audubon, and others.  He lives with his wife and son in southern Vermont
on the banks of his favorite trout stream.

By the end of February it appeared
fishing season was only weeks away, but
the recent cold-slap of reality has shelved
that prediction. We can now concentrate
entirely on the second most important
event in the world ... GBTU’s PastaFest.
We have perhaps the best selection of
gear and trips ever assembled and we’re
moving the event up Watertown Street to
a larger hall for aan anticipated record
throng. Additionally, we will feature noted
author and industry leader Tom
Rosenbauer, who will present his show
“Eastern Trout Fishing”.
Tom, Orvis’s marketing director, has
written many books, ranging from How-
To’s to glossy coffee table editions. The
food, reason enough to attend as
always, will be prepared by the Salemi
family.

The list of  items herein is just a
sampling what we have and more things
are coming in every day.
Those of us attending the Feb meeting
enjoyed one of the most entertaining
presentations we have had. Rob
Nicholas, owner of Housatonic Anglers
and full-time guide had recently
returned from South America and
showed pictures taken the week before
in Chile! Chile is a fly fishing paradise
with no pests ie, mosquitos, snakes or
bait fishermen. Temps are in the low
70’s and the fish feast on grasshoppers
the size of humming birds.
Rob focussed his trip on the waters
around Coyhaique, on the Southern
Patagonia, with dozens of rivers and
lakes nearby. There is dry fly fishing
on meandering spring creeks as  well
as float fishing on major rivers. The
Simpson, Baker and Nirehaud Rivers
are all local as well as the stillwaters of

Lago Frio (cold lake) and Lago Paloma
(dove lake). This was not the Chile of
E.Schwiebert with private beats on
100000 acre “estancias”, grilled lamb
with chilled wine shore lunches or
dressing for dinner, but rather a do-it
yourself adventure utilizing affordable
guides and lodgings all on public waters,
waters on which one seldom encounters
another fisherman. - Brad Voight
